Arriving by Car

 Please use the designated visitor parking bays at the front of the
Hospice.

+ Accessible parking spaces are available at the front of the building for
those who need them.

+ A drop-off area is located at the front of the Hospice (marked with
yellow cross-hatching).

+ There is also parking available on the surrounding roads, (see below).
These are time limited and you are advised to check the duration time
when you park. Understandably, Phyllis Tuckwell cannot pay for any
parking fines incurred.
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* Please report to Reception when you arrive.

* You will be asked to:
+ Provide your vehicle registration number
+ Confirm who you are visiting

+ This allows staff to contact you should it be necessary for you to
move your vehicle.

Important Parking Information

+ Visitor bays are in regular use and may be needed throughout the day.

+ On occasion, vehicles may need to be moved to allow access for
patients, emergency vehicles or deliveries.

+ Parking on site is at your own risk. While we actively manage the car
park, we cannot accept responsibility for any damage to vehicles or if
vehicles are temporarily blocked in.
