








The new Hospice will be built on our existing 
site in Farnham. The number of beds on the 
In-Patient Unit (IPU) will increase from the 
current 14 to 18, each in an individual room 
with en-suite facilities and a private courtyard 
garden. The rooms will be large enough for 
family and friends to visit and stay, with space 
for the most up-to-date medical equipment. 

The building will also support the growing 
need for outpatient services, to help people 
maintain their independence and continue to 
live in their own homes during their illness. 
There will be a new, larger Living Well suite, 
a new exercise suite, and a series of new 
treatment rooms for physiotherapy and 
complementary therapies. 

The cost of the project is estimated to be in 
the region of £16 million. We already have a 
fund of £10 million to begin the project, and 
are busy securing significant donations from 
Trusts, corporates and visionary individuals to 
complete the build. 

We applied for planning permission in 
December 2022 and at time of publication  
are awaiting approval.

Our new build project means that, for the 
duration of the construction works, we will 
need to relocate our Living Well sessions 
and appointments from our Hospice in 
Farnham to the Beacon Centre in Guildford. 
The Beacon Centre is located on the site of 
the Royal Surrey County Hospital, close to the 
A3. We already run some of our Living Well 
programmes from there, so it’s already set up 
to manage them. During the new build, we 
will increase the number of sessions which 
are held there and offer more outpatient 
appointments there too. 

At the moment, the Living Well sessions 
at the Beacon Centre are primarily offered 
to patients who live on that side of our 
catchment area, for whom the Beacon 
Centre is closer and easier to get to than the 
Hospice. However, when we move all of the

sessions there, some patients will be travelling 
from further away to get to them. 

Although many of our patients are able to 
drive themselves to these sessions or arrange 
a lift from a family member or friend, others 
rely on volunteer transport. 

We have a wonderful team of volunteer drivers 
who pick patients up from their homes to 
bring them to these sessions and take them 
back home afterwards. However, we are 
aways looking for more, especially as we will 
soon have an increased number of patients 
travelling further to get to these sessions. 

Our drivers are often supported by escorts, 
who sit with patients during the journey, 
making sure they are comfortable, and we 
will be looking for more escorts too, once the 
sessions have been relocated. 
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We are also looking for more volunteers to 
help at the Beacon Centre itself, on reception 
or in the Living Well groups, supporting our 
patients and staff there.

We are thrilled to have a new Donation & 
Trade Centre for our retail team to use, 
and are looking for more volunteers to 
help us manage our retail stock. As well 
as the centre, we have 17 shops across our 
catchment area, so there is bound to be one 
near you!  

Our retail volunteers sort and price the 
second-hand items which are donated to 
us by our generous supporters. No two 
donations are the same and we are given 
many wonderful items, which we sell either 
in our shops or online, on sites such as eBay, 
Vinted and Depop. A few of the most valuable 
ones are even sold at auction! 

As well as sorting stock, our retail volunteers 
serve customers, arrange eye-catching 
displays, and manage stock rotation, 
ensuring that there are always new items on 
show for our customers to browse through. 

Helping out in one of our shops is a great 
way to meet people and learn new skills. 
Some of our volunteers find it is a good way 
to get back into the workplace after having 
had some time off, while others find it gives 
them the routine and camaraderie of work, if 
they have retired or are not currently working. 
We give all of our volunteers the training and 
support they need to develop their skills, take 
on fulfilling roles and really feel that they are 
making a difference.

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Latest News  

Our Responsive Pilot Project was developed to meet the needs of patients living with an 
advanced and terminal illness, who were living at home and had deteriorating or rapidly 
changing care needs. It was introduced to ensure appropriate care was provided to keep 
patients out of hospital.

The pilot ran from December 2021 to March 2022. Patients were identified, triaged by one of 
our clinical nurse specialists, and referred to the appropriate clinician within Phyllis Tuckwell.

Building on the success of the Responsive Pilot Project, we have introduced a Pilot 
Palliative Care Virtual Ward. 

Virtual Wards support patients who would otherwise be in hospital or on our IPU, enabling them 
to receive the care they need, in their own homes. 

The majority of patients admitted to our Virtual Ward will have complex symptoms which need 
to be overseen by one of our consultants, and will need regular visits from a member of our 
clinical team. The Virtual Ward will offer them a short term (under 14 days) of intense 
support, during which they will also continue to receive support from their GP and District 
Nursing teams. When they have been discharged from the Virtual Ward, patients will then step 
down to their previous level of care. 

This service supports patients who are not yet in their last days of life, and so are distinct 
from those whom our Hospice Care at Home team care for. The pilot will run for five months 
and will include four virtual beds.

The pilot made a positive difference to patients and their families, helped to manage 
capacity and demand across the system, and resulted in funding to make this a permanent 
service for a full year.

Virtual Ward 
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We thank and wish a very happy retirement to our 
director of patient services, Jayne Holland, and 
welcome to the role Catherine van’t Riet, who takes 
over from Jayne and is now our registered manager 
with the CQC.

Catherine joined Phyllis Tuckwell in August 2020, 
took on the role of community services manager in 
April 2021, and has now been appointed as Jayne’s 
replacement as director of patient services.

Our Living Well programmes, which support 
patients who need help managing living 
everyday life with their illness, are proving 
really popular with our patients. 

Alongside our Living Well with Illness and 
Creative programmes, we’ve introduced two 
new coffee sessions. Our monthly Coffee and 
Chat sessions are aimed at our younger 
patients, who may benefit from meeting and 
building friendships with other patients of 
a similar age. For those patients who may 
need our care but are awaiting a referral, 
our drop-in Coffee Mornings take place on 
the first Wednesday of every month, from 
10-11.30am. They offer a friendly and informal 
way for people to find out more about our 
services, meet some of the team, and see our 
Hospice and Beacon Centre buildings.  

As well as running our two eight-week 
programmes, our Living Well team also offers 
Exercise and Movement, Guided Relaxation, 
Breathlessness, Artscape and Carers’ group 
sessions. These take place at our Hospice and 
Beacon Centre, but the team also visit patients, 
families and carers at home, supporting them 
through nursing, medical and therapeutic care, 
practical advice and emotional support. We’ve

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Gemma and Adam were invited to the 
Hospice, where they met Dr Trish, one of our 
doctors, who assessed Gemma’s needs. The 
visit also enabled them to see the Hospice, 
and in particular the In-Patient Unit (IPU). 

“That referral was the doorway to a lot of 
solutions and a lot of peace,” said Adam. 
“Dr Trish was fantastic. She focussed on pain 
relief, which was something we’d struggled 
to get on top of and which Gemma really 
needed. Phyllis Tuckwell managed to address 
it such that Gemma’s quality of life was 
preserved for as long as it could be. Once 
we had met Dr Trish we were under the 
‘Phyllis Tuckwell umbrella’ as I called it.” 

Initially, Gemma was cared for by our Living 
Well team, who visit patients at home, 
providing all the medical, nursing, therapeutic, 
practical and pastoral care that they need. 
“We were visited by one of their occupational 
therapists, who offered practical guidance 
about mobility aids, and were also helped to 
apply for a blue badge, which was useful for 
our many hospital visits. We were given details 
of the benefits we were entitled to receive 
due to Gem’s illness, too. That practical 
support and signposting was invaluable. 
Gem had some complementary therapies too, 
which I was also offered, and they were really 
calming.”  

As Gemma’s illness progressed, she was 
admitted to the IPU on 24th November 2021, 
for end of life care. 

“It was a wonderful environment. The sense 
of relief I saw in Gem once she was 
admitted was absolutely incredible. I have 
never witnessed such care in my life. They

really showed genuine empathy. Above all,  
they listened to Gem’s needs.” 

Jill, our Lead Chaplain, met with Gemma and 
offered her pastoral support. This support is 
available to all our patients, whether they have  
a faith or not; it is not particular to any religion 
or set of beliefs. 

“It’s fair to say Gem had no faith, but that 
didn’t matter. Jill was respectful of that, and 
they used to have honest conversations and 
talk through how Gem was feeling. It was a 
source of comfort; somebody kind to talk to.” 

Gemma was on our IPU when we held our 
annual Light up a Life service. This service 
remembers all those who have died, whether 
they were cared for by Phyllis Tuckwell or  
not, and celebrates their lives. Everyone who 
wishes to is invited to join us around our 
Christmas tree, outside the Hospice entrance, 
for readings and carols. During the service  
we switch on the tree’s lights, to remind us  
of those loved ones whom we miss. Gemma 
and Adam both came along to the service  
and found it a very poignant evening. 

“The service took place three days before 
Gem died. We helped Gem into a wheelchair 
and took her outside. It was one of the most 
beautiful, moving services that I’ve ever  
been to.” 

A few days later, Gemma died at the Hospice.  

“We were all there with her, by her bedside. I 
held her head, her father held her hand and she 
died peacefully. If I could choose the way I was 
going to go, it would be that way.”  

“The Hospice was a sanctuary for us. It was a 
very positive place in which we met people 
who gave us the care and compassion that 
we needed. They’re a very special bunch.”

We are committed to keeping our staff up-to-date with the latest 
research and evidence in end of life care, and are passionate about 

supporting other local healthcare providers to do the same. Our 
Education team organises and delivers training sessions to our staff, 

as well as staff from other health and social care providers.

Two of our health care assistants, Kerry and Veronica, 
have recently started a two-year nursing associate 
programme at the University of Winchester, thanks 
to apprenticeship levy funding which we have 
received from one of our corporate supporters, NTT 
UK. Nursing associates work with registered nurses, 
providing care for patients and their families. The role can 
also be a stepping stone to becoming a registered nurse. 

The apprenticeship levy is a tax which is paid by 
employers into a fund, which can then be used to pay 
for apprenticeship training. If a company does not 
use its levy funding, it can donate it to a charity, 
to help fund training for their staff. We are also an 
apprenticeship levy paying organisation, so this donation 
has been added to our own fund, to pay for the nursing 
associate training. Kerry and Veronica will be supported 
by our Clinical Education team and clinical teams as they 
complete their training. We congratulate them both and 
wish them the best of luck!

We provide clinical and non-clinical training and education to our staff, and extend that clinical training to other local healthcare providers, 
such as GPs and  
care home staff. 

Our clinical training supports staff 
who are just starting out in healthcare, 

as well as developing and maintaining 
staff knowledge and skills.  

We also provide leadership and 
management training. 

We provide a weekly 

clinical education 

session for all our 

clinical staff. 

We’ve recently launched a training 
programme on ‘Understanding and 

Managing Bereavement Loss and Grief’, 
to ensure that all our staff feel comfortable 

in supporting our patients’ carers and 
families at the end of their loved one’s life. 

Good communication 

skills are important in 

all care settings, and so  

we offer training in 

communication skills 

for our clinical staff.  
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As Phyllis Tuckwell’s clinical 
education manager, I have 
a responsibility to ensure 
that we are offering a broad 
programme of continual and 
ongoing training, and that 
all staff who are required 
to are undertaking it. As 
well as helping us to ensure that we are 
providing the best care possible for our 
patients and their families and carers, it is 
also important for our staff to know that 
we value them and want to help them to be 
the best that they can be. Providing a ladder 
of progression enables them to develop their 
careers, gaining skills and qualifications such 
as diplomas and degrees, and also makes 
Phyllis Tuckwell an attractive place to work, 
helping us to attract and retain staff. 

We offer free-of-charge training to other 
healthcare providers that we work with, such 
as GPs, care home staff and community 
teams. I liaise with these healthcare 
providers, letting them know what sessions 
we are offering and finding out if there is any 
additional training that they would like us to 
provide. We have a calendar on our website 
which shows our training sessions throughout 
the year, so they can also see what’s on offer 
there.  

Mary Kelly manages clinical education across Phyllis Tuckwell, making 
sure that our clinical staff have access to the education and training 

they need to enable them to provide a high-quality service.

We also teach at the University of Surrey, 
liaise with local higher education institutes, 
and offer placements to students of various 
different clinical professions: medical, 
nursing, occupational therapy, physiotherapy, 
social work and counselling, giving them the 
opportunity to visit us and see what we do. It’s 
important they have an understanding of our 
work as, in the future when they have qualified, 
they may need to refer their own patients to us. 

It’s a busy and exciting role, and I really 
enjoy knowing that I’m helping us to provide 
the best possible palliative and end of life 
care for local patients and their families.
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As well as providing medical, nursing and therapeutic care, we also 
offer pastoral care to our patients and their relatives and carers.

Pastoral care focuses on a person’s emotional and spiritual wellbeing. It can include faith 
support, but does not need to - it is available to those of any faith or none. 

Our Pastoral Care team is led by Jill Thornton, our lead chaplain. The care which the team offers 
recognises and responds to the needs of the human spirit, in whatever situation a person finds 
themselves. This can mean talking about someone’s beliefs, helping them to make contact with 
a local faith community, creating a meaningful ritual, participating in a sacrament, or having a 
prayer said with or for them. It can also simply mean being a sensitive listener. 

Sometimes it’s hard to tell our loved ones 
how we feel. There may be things which we 
would like to say to them, but we just can’t 
find the right time, or the right words. And 
sometimes there are things we want to say 
which we really want them to remember, and 
to hold on to when we are no longer there to 
say them again. 

Some of our patients choose to write 
letters to their loved ones, to tell them how 
much they care about them, and to give 
them something to keep and treasure for 
years to come. Our Pastoral Care team has

experience of helping patients to write letters 
and, if patients would like to, they can meet 
with one of the team. Patients can discuss 
their thoughts with that person, who can 
write down what the patient would like to 
say, and then type it up for them. If a patient 
is struggling to find the right words, they can 
help with this too. 

“I had no idea that you were there at the 
Hospice, or that there was someone who 
could help me do such an impossible task 
so well and so eloquently,” said one of our 
patients. 

Our Pastoral Care Our Pastoral Care

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Sometimes the most important things are the special 
moments we share with our loved ones, and being a 
part of occasions such as weddings, baptisms and 
birthday celebrations can mean so much.  

Last year, Nicola, our home support coordinator, 
had been visiting David, one of our patients, whose 
daughter Emma was due to marry her fiancé Neil in 
November. The family were unsure of how David would 
be by then, so Nicola discussed with them the possibility of having a small service at home, 
before the wedding, to make sure that David was able to be part of the celebrations. They were 
keen to do this, so Nicola spoke to Jill, our lead chaplain, who got in touch with Emma to plan 
the event. They arranged to have a wedding blessing at David’s home in September, two 
months before the wedding day.  

Jill led the blessing, which was based on a Handfasting ceremony, where the betrotheds’ hands 
are tied together with ribbon, symbolising their unity. Emma and Neil used three threads, two 
white threads to show the love and support that their families had for them, and one red thread 
to show their love for each other. Both Emma’s and Neil’s parents were there, and Emma’s 
sister, Tracey, did a reading.  

“It was such a lovely moment, and so precious for us to have and to be able to cherish,” 
said Emma. “We felt very alone before Dad was referred to Phyllis Tuckwell, but the 
support they have given us has been amazing and has really helped us all as a family.” 

We were delighted to help one of our patients, 
Sua, and her family as they organised a traditional 
Chinese wedding tea ceremony, to celebrate the 
engagement of Sua and Tim’s daughter Emily to her 
fiancé Matthew. When they married, Sua and Tim also 
took part in a tea ceremony, so were really happy to be 
able to help organise one for Emily and Matthew too. 

The ceremony symbolises welcoming the fiancé to the family and blessing the marriage. The 
couple offer tea to the bride’s family and then to the groom’s. If the family accepts the offer of 
tea, then they are accepting the bride or groom into their family as their new son- or daughter-
in-law. Customs and traditions vary by family and region, and Emily and Matthew kept to as 
many of Emily’s family’s traditions as they could. The tea was a traditional Chinese Oolong tea, 
and Emily and Matthew added dried Chinese dates, making the tea sweet, to represent a sweet 
marriage. Emily’s brother, Michael, helped host the ceremony and poured the tea for Emily and 
Matthew to serve to Sua and Tim. The bride and groom both wore red, and Sua and Tim gave 
the couple a red envelope in return for the tea. Similar to those used on Chinese New Year, 
these envelopes are filled with money or sometimes jewellery, and symbolise prosperity and 
happiness. 

“The staff at Phyllis Tuckwell were absolutely wonderful in helping to organise the tea 
ceremony,” said Emily. “It was important to both me and my mum that we carried out this 
tradition and that she would be able to bless my marriage. I will treasure the photos and 
memories of this day forever.”
